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BOYS IN THE CITY

US-photographer Paul Reitz takes us on a trip through Manhattan and he
amazes us with his very special eye for the objects of interest in this magical
city: Between street dust and graffiti art he shows us young lads—slim, sporty
and well-trained—who will stop your breath for a second. Boys IN THE cITY
welcomes us in a world of immaculate male beauty.

The rough metropolis is the backdrop for the outstanding works of Reitz and
the underlining contrast to the bewitching presence of his models at the same
time. He doesn’t try to catch our eyes with exaggerated staging and opulent
settings, because he can simply rely on the uniqueness of his models. These
guys search for direct contact with the viewer, they love to play with us, self
confident and lascivious. Again and again Reitz succeeds in finding this one
perfect moment to press the release button of his camera. His pictures have a
truly extraordinary intimacy; most obviously Reitz knows how to make the boys
comfortable while posing in front of his camera. His pictures are never about
satisfying voyeuristic hearts—actually the boys keep their pants on in most of
the pictures. Probably that’s even the reason why Reitz accomplishes to add a
new facet to the incredibly large field of erotic photo art. Boys IN THE CITY is more
than just a collection of good pictures; this book is sensitive and bathed in light,
it’'s a masculine and imperishably enticing declaration of love for the natural
beauty of young men. If Reitz can answer us this one most important
guestion—where on earth does he find those incredibly good looking
whippersnappers?—than there’s only one thing left to say: More of this,
please!
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
